You must use your current South Texas College of Hauston student ID card to gain access to
these lots; however, access will not be activated you have completed and submitted 8tedent
Vehicle Information Form (*Form”). The Form is available on Stanley and must be subdit
electronically. Once submitted, the form will begessed within 2 business days. To check and see
if you have access to the parking lot, please btofhe security desk and have them test your ID
card. ThisForm must becompleted and submitted each semester. All information on this Form

will be kept confidential and used strictly by tBecurity Department for purposes of ensuring
compliance with the provisions stated below.

* Allvehicles to include, motorcycles (“Vehiclesgre required to be properly registered with
the law school. If you need to temporarily driveemtal or other vehicle that is not
registered, please contact the security desk ab4631743 prior to parking.

* Vehicles must be parked in a designated numbemi¢hgespace and within the lines of that
space. Motorcycles are only allowed to park irceg&®9, 70, 71, and 72 in the San Jacinto
Lot.

» Cars and trucks are not allowed to park in the nogtde spaces. Motorcycles are not
allowed to park in car and truck spaces.

* Vehicles must be removed from the student parkotg by 12:30a.m. daily, no overnight
parking is permitted.

* Vehicle access into the student parking lots walt be permitted between midnight and
06:00a.m.

Any violations of this policy will result in one waing. On the second violation, your access to the
student parking lots will be suspended for the iader of the semester the second violation occurs,
plus another full semester.

Please be aware that it is a violation of Colleghkcly to share your ID card with others and/or use
your card to allow access into the parking lotsttzers. Doing so can result in the permanent
suspension of all parking privileges.
